Council elections pushed back by 12 months

Local government elections
which were due to be held in
September have been postponed
until for 12 months due to the
COVID-19 pandemic.

In a statement, Local Govern-
ment MP Shelley Hancock said
it was a “regrettable decision”,
but one that would provide “cer-
tainty” for local councils, com-
munities and election
candidates.

“The NSW Government has
made the regrettable decision to
postpone the September local

government elections for 12
months in the face of the
COVID-19 pandemic,” she said.

“Local government elections
are a vital part of the democratic
process, ensuring local councils
are accountable to their local
communities.”

This will mean that for amal-
gamated councils such as Armi-
dale Regional, the elected Mayor
will remain for a further 12
months. Simon Murray was
elected for what was expected to
be a one-year term in September

2019, however that term will
now be extended.

The March meeting of council
which was scheduled for March
25th has been postponed and Cr
Murray said that they are still
waiting for direction from the
Office of Local Government to
enable meetings to proceed.
Current legislation requires
meetings to be open to the public
and also allow people to attend
and have their say.

One option is to allow audio
visual meetings to take place

and council staff are currently
looking at how meetings could
be run. Cr Murray said that
communication issues are a
stumbling block for all regional
councils as they look to move to
meetings by phone or online.

Cr Murray said that despite
being in self-isolation he re-
mains in constant contact with
the CEO. Council staff are con-
tinuing to work according to the
operational plan, while adhering
to guidelines set by the State
and Federal Government.

Mr W. Woodward the well-
known local skin and pro-
duce buyer informs us that
from 29th May to 10th June,
a period of 12 days, excluding
a holiday, he purchased
16,143 Ibs of rabbit skins,
paying for same £2,122.16.11
the price per b working out
at a fraction under 2/7%.
Taking 6 skins to the lb the
above figures show that
96,858 rabbits were de-

No lasting benefit

I refer to the letter from
John Ross in the Gazette dated
March 11, 2020 regarding the
‘Rail Trail’. He gives some pop-
ulation figures for Armidale
and Tamworth of 21,000-
22,000 and 19,000 respectively,
in 1960. He then states pres-
ent day figures of 22,000 and
50,000 for the towns.

The 1960 edition of the Aus-
tralian Yearbook shows Armi-
dale 9460 and Tamworth
18,400. Current figures from
Australian Bureau of Statis-
tics suggest that today these
populations would be around

24,504 for Armidale and
42,872 for Tamworth. Thus it
would seem each has increased

in the region of around 2.5
times, very similar! (These are,
of course, unaudited figures).
The correspondent then goes
on to say that he and his wife
had visited “a small rail-trail
town, much the same size as
Guyra,” and had heard the rail
trail “is worth around 1 million
dollars per month in economic
activity”. Perhaps Mr. Ross
could let us know where this
small rail-trail town 1s? It
must be a very wealthy little
community!! I spent 41 years
working in country NSW
towns including many that lost
their trains, such as Bourke,
Brewarrina, Gulargambone,

Community Heritage Fund
applications now open

Owners of properties listed
as heritage items in Armidale
Regional Council’s Local Envi-
ronmental Plan 2012 (LEP)
can apply for a grant through
a Community Heritage Fund
established by Council and
funded through the NSW Her-
itage Office.

The purpose of the fund is to
provide grants of up to $2000
to assist with heritage conser-
vation works. Eligible works
to heritage listed properties
include repair, maintenance,
and restoration of missing
components. Examples of suit-
able projects could include
work on the structure of the
building, verandahs, roofing,
wall cladding, fences, decora-
tive detail, painting and
stormwater drainage.

Armidale Regional Council
Mayor Cr Simon Murray said

the grant would go some way
to assisting owners in the
preservation and conservation
of heritage properties across
the Armidale Region.

“Calm your farm/”
Farmers reassure public

Farmers are reassuring con-
sumers there is no need to fear
food shortages in Australia as
the world grapples with the
coronavirus pandemic.

NSW Farmers’ Vice Presi-
dent Chris Groves said farm-
ers in NSW and across the
country are busy doing what
they do best- producing local
food and fibre.

“The hens are still laying
eggs, the dairy cows are still
being milked, grain growers
are preparing winter crops, or-
chards are still bearing fruit
and Australian farmers are
still producing the world’s best
produce.”

“This unprecedented event
will have an impact on our ex-
port markets, which take
around 75 per cent of what
farmers produce, but Aus-
tralians can be assured that
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there will be more than
enough food for them.”

“We don’t rely on any other
country to feed us. We want
consumers to keep in mind
both rice and wheat are grown
here in New South Wales
along with the vast majority of
our fruit and vegetables.
There’s no need to panic if
there’s no rice or pasta on su-
permarket shelves.”

“The drought is still linger-
ing and farmers are recover-
ing from bushfires, but fresh
food items likes apples and ba-
nanas are being picked now
and the livestock sector is
maintaining supply.”

“It’s incumbent on super-
markets to work closely with
farmers to ensure readily
available produce at this
time,” Mr Groves concluded.
