The newest business owner
in Guyra, Liane Cook has had
to conquer more than a few
obstacles in her life. From los-
ing her hearing at the age of
two to a recent car accident,
she has shown resilience and
an ability to bounce back and
pursue her dreams.

Along time ambition to own
her own business has now
been realised with Liane re-
cently opening Silent Hands
Café. She credits her deafness
for her self-strength, stub-
bornness and a strong sense
of independence.

“I grew up thinking that
there was nothing I couldn’t
do in terms of jobs except
those that required hearing,”
Liane said. “I used to be
known as ‘Jill of all trades’, as
I was willing to try anything
to earn money and experi-
ence.”

“I have worked as a vet as-
sistant, library assistant,
vineyard worker, laboratory /
field / research assistant, fac-
tory worker, book keeper,
clerk, office assistant, race-
horse strapper, greyhound
stud manager, cafe worker,
restaurant worker and a
motel worker.

“I also did a lot of TAFE
courses in catering, cooking
for restaurants and cafes,
which intensified my passion
and desire to open my own
cafe one day as I just love
cooking and creating new
menus and recipes.”

Liane Cook has had a lot of positive feedback since she opened in April

Liane has lived in a lot of
places in NSW and QLD and
moved to the Northern Table-
lands area three years ago
when her father passed away.

“T am very glad to be living
here as it is a beautiful area,”
she said. “All my family live
in Qld but I decided I didn’t
want to live in the humid cli-
mate, so I moved here so I
could be close to Qld but still
live in NSW.”

“Following a serious car ac-
cident in December last year
I decided to re assess my life
and pursue my dream of own-
ing my own cafe business
sooner than later. It made me
realise that life is short and I
didn’t want to miss out on the
opportunity to realise one of
my ambitions,” Liane said.

“When a building came up
for rent in April, I jumped at
the chance to snap it up even
though it was an office and

would need extensive
amounts of work to turn it
into a cafe.

“I had done a lot of research

“I also hope to bring in
extra visitors to Guyra as I
am a member of a large deaf
community who are caravan
travellers.

Permanent application of temporary SV approved by IPART

The Independent Pricing
and Regulatory Tribunal
(IPART) has approved Armi-
dale Regional Council’s appli-
cation to permanently apply a
10.5% (2020-21 inclusive of
the rate peg) increase in in-
come from rates above the cur-
rent level. The Special
Variation (SV) will replace an
existing seven year SV due to
expire on 30 June 2021.

Armidale Regional Council
Mayor Ian Tiley said it was
important that Council main-
tained income from the tempo-
rary SV permanently to assist
in improving the financial po-

sition of Council and address
the requirements of the Per-
formance Improvement Order
placed on the Council last year
by the Minster for Local Gov-
ernment.

“IPART’s decision is wel-
come news as we set a course
for long term financial sus-
tainability,” said Mayor Tiley.
“There is a long road ahead for
Council to be free of the finan-
cial limitations we are cur-
rently operating under. This
will require tremendous finan-
cial discipline from Council for
many years to come.”

At the same time as the per-

manent SV will be applied this
year from 1 July, 2021 Council
must also harmonise its rates
across the former Armidale
Dumaresq and Guyra Shire
councils. Due to the combined
impact of harmonisation and
the SV ratepayers will experi-
ence varied impacts. The NSW
Government has now an-
nounced that the impact of
harmonisation can be incre-
mentally applied up to a max-
imum of eight years.

“The decision to spread the
impact of harmonisation on
our ratepayers over a number
of years is welcome news and

should provide significantly
less bill shock when ratepay-
ers receive their first rates in-
stalment of the 2021/22
Financial Year,” said Mayor
Tiley.

“It will be particularly wel-
come for Guyra farming
ratepayers that were expected
to be impacted the most from
harmonisation.”

A report on the SV approval
and the proposed implementa-
tion of harmonisation of rates
will be presented to Council
for consideration at the Coun-
cil Meeting on 26 May, 2021.

Regional Crime
Prevention campaign

Police are encouraging
landholders in the state’s
New England Region to con-
duct regular property secu-
rity checks and to ensure
compliance with safe storage
of firearms.

The messaging comes as
Crime Stoppers and the
NSW Police Force — Rural
Crime Prevention Team roll-
out a state-wide crime cam-
paign aimed to address
awareness of regional crimes,
promote prevention meas-
ures and encourage in-
creased reporting of crimes.

Detective Senior Constable
Mark Rogers of New Eng-
land Police District said that
while it’s not possible to
make a rural property com-
pletely secure, it is important
to detect potential areas of
vulnerability and improve
on-farm security to reduce
the risk of rural crime.

“It’s quite often the case
that it’s opportunistic that
these incidents occur, and if
it’s not left around and stored
correctly that it reduces the
temptation and likelihood of
it being stolen in the first
place,” Det Snr Cst Rogers
said.

“I also want to emphasise
the importance of prompt re-
porting which can be done

through your local police, the
Police Assistance Line or
Crime Stoppers as soon as
possible to allow police to ap-
propriately respond to the in-
cident.”

In particular, police encour-
age firearm owners to regu-
larly check their firearms
and ensure compliance with
the Firearm Legislation:

* Ensure firearms are kept
in safe storage facilities
when not in use

* Lock ammunition in a
container kept separate to
the firearms

+ Ensure safe keeping fa-
cilities are locked at all times

* Ensure no unauthorised
person knows where the keys
to the safe storage facilities
are kept, or the safe combi-
nation details

* Check your firearms reg-
ularly

Securing properties and
equipment is also encour-
aged to reduce the risk of
falling victim to theft:

* Prominently display the
property’s RMB Number

+ Conduct regular checks
of the property’s boundary
fences and gates

+ Display ‘No Trespassing’
warning signs on perimeter
fence lines and gates

+ Install security lighting

around the homestead and
sheds

* Consider installing an in-
truder alarm system or sur-
veillance camera

* Where possible, keep
valuable items and machin-
ery engraved and secure

* Check machinery and
tools regularly

* Remove keys from vehi-
cles and machinery
