Guyra Sheep & Lamb
Market Report 29.9.2021

There was little change in the
numbers this week. The quality of
the lambs was very mixed consisting
of a few pens of light weight young
lambs, a good selection of well fin-
ished heavy weight crossbreds and a
fair supply of Merino lambs. The
usual buyers were in attendance and
there was restocker competition on
the light weight young lambs and
most of the Merinos.

There was good support from re-
stockers for the light weight young
lambs, no comparison from the pre-
vious sale. Some of the plainer con-
dition old lambs sold to cheaper
trends. The majority of the lambs
saw dearer trends. The trade lambs
up to 24kg dressed posted strong
gains of $6 to $12/head under
strong domestic processor competi-
tion. The heavy and extra heavy
weight lambs also attracted strong
competition to post similar gains, re-
ceiving the top price of $360/head
believed to be a local record.

It was a very mixed quality pen-
ning of sheep, a real cleanout by
vendors. Trends were mostly
cheaper as processors were some-
what subdued by the low numbers.
There were odd pens of plainer con-

dition light and medium weight
Merino ewes that were a little
dearer.

Armidale Cattle
Market Report
30.9.2021

There was an increased penning
with light weight young cattle well
supplied. Overall the quality of the
offering was mixed, a couple of
larger lines, however small lots dom-
inated the penning. Condition varied
with a large percentage suitable to
restock and feed. There was limited
processor competition, while re-
stocker and feedlot activity was high.

Restocker demand was high
through the young cattle resulting in
dearer trends of 40c to 50c/kg on
the light weight yearling steers up to
330kg. Breed and quality along with
a single large line of steers con-
tributed to the improvement.
Medium and heavy weight steers to
feed sold on a firm to dearer market
trend, again quality a factor in price
change. Restocker steers in the
medium weight class posted a much
dearer market trend. The lightest
weight class of yearling heifers sold
to dearer trends when purchased by
restockers. The medium and heavy
weight feeder heifers saw a substan-

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tially dearer market trend.

There were limited numbers of
heavy grown steers to process, to
few to quote. Well finished grown
heifers to process sold to cheaper
trends with restricted competition.
The breed and quality of the heifers
to feed contributed to price change.
There were cheaper trends of 13c to
26¢/kg in the cow market with lim-
ited competition. Trends were firm
to cheaper in the bull market where
restricted processor competition
played a part.

Weekly Wool Market
W/E 1-10-2021

Australian wool auctions reacted
sharply this week to negative news
arising from China. A clearance rate
of just 77.3% ensued.

The Eastern Market Indicator
(EMI) completed the sale series at
1337ac clean/kg which was a 2.3%
reduction. The AUD continues to
weaken and as such, wool prices ex-
pressed in USD fell further than the
local AUD prices and a 2.9% fall
eventuated seeing the USD EMI
close at 963usc clean/kg . This is the
lowest USD close since January
2021. The Western Market Indicator
(WMI) lost 37ac to close at 1360ac
clean/kg with 33% passed-in.

Merino fleece types were the
hardest hit of all types in the market
with some widely variable results
across micron brackets occurring.
General losses of 30 to 60ac were
posted, with the 17.5 to 18.5micron
area least affected. Skirtings fell
evenly on both days but 50ac was
wiped from values by the close.
Wools from crossbreds dropped
25ac whilst cardings held values best
but a fall of 10ac was still recorded.

The major European top making
purchasing dropped away some-
what but Australia’s main trading ex-
porter and China’s largest top maker
combined to see them top buyers
lists. Outstanding forward contracts
needing completion from other ex-
porters as well as a bit of sub conti-
nent buying was also apparent in the
auction rooms.

The leading Italian operator was
once more dominant at auction and
the strength of their purchasing was
enough to ensure the better speci-
fied, stylish wools and accredited
wools of 16 to 19 micron held their
premium pricing, although some
weaker prices were apparent on lots
finer than 16.50 micron.
