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Petition demands 1mmed1ate changes

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Plans to get trains running again

New England Railway Inc.
(NERI) is back on track after a
few years with minimal activity.

In October 2021 a new board
took over what was essentially
an organisation heading towards
wind up. The new board brought
extensive railway, management,
and legal experience and have re-
cently released a business plan
which could see the first train
running in around 12 months.

Armidale locals and visitors
may have noticed the once over-
grown railway yard and graffiti
covered trains slowly transform-
ing into something more present-
able. The graffiti is gradually
being removed and weeds and
grass are now under control.

Unfortunately, with increased
activity there have been in-
creased break ins with over
$30,000 worth of damage caused
in one night earlier this year. Ex-
tensive work is being undertaken
by a small band of volunteers to
improve fencing and lighting. An
application was also made some
months ago to Armidale Re-
gional Council to allow an exten-
sion of the current lease area to
allow further security and access
improvements.

Business planning has been
undertaken by the new board
with plans now underway to
send one of the trains to Lithgow
Workshops for a full restoration.
Whilst some of the work is be-
yond local expertise, NERI
would like to support local busi-
nesses as much as possible so

Bee bug reaches Coffs
Harbour blueberry fields

Blueberry and avocado grow-
ers on the Coffs Coast are con-
cerned about the arrival of
Varroa mite in the region. The
Varroa mite had been detected in
hives near Nana Glen, and are
linked to the Newcastle out-
break.

quences.”

In the longer-term NERI is
working with a range of organi-
sations to be able to run north.
This includes working a com-
pany trying to set up a manufac-
turing business at Llangothlin
and a rail infrastructure manage-
ment company. The long-term
goal is to run both north and
south and use local contractors to
assist with maintaining the
trains.

Initial modelling shows that
NERI could attract up to 25000
travellers each year running

north with additional rail tourism
operators also interested in in-
creasing visits to the area.

NERI is currently trying to
raise $410,000 through dona-
tions and grants which will see
the first train up and running.
They are keen to talk to anyone
that would like to donate, and
any businesses that would like to
provide sponsorship. Member-
ship is also open and for those
willing to help there is plenty to
do.

Yvette Stanton is a Walcha-based
internationally regarded embroi-
dery designer, teacher and author of
embroidery books, who runs em-
broidery workshops in Walcha.

“With
Foot and Mouth and Lumpy Skin
Disease recently detected in some of
our closest neighbouring countries,
your stock return information has
never been more important,” said Mr
Kelly.

“If an Emergency Animal Disease
outbreak occurs, our expert vet teams
rely on your Annual Land and Stock
Return information to map livestock
numbers, plan control programs and
support landholders.

“Stock returns play a crucial role in
safeguarding NSW’s agriculture in-
dustry and protecting our market ac-
cess for producers. We understand
many landholders don’t have any

livestock and utilise their property for
horticulture and cropping or enjoy
their land for its biodiversity and
lifestyle value.

“We still need you to complete
your return to ensure you do not
occur additional livestock charges on
your rates and to make certain our
records are up to date in case of emer-
gencies,” said Mr Kelly.

“By ticking ‘no stock’ and submit-
ting your return, we can build a
stronger picture of land use across
NSW and tailor our biodiversity and
agriculture programs to assist you.”

The information also determines
whether the animal health rate and
meat industry levies are charged on
your rates notice the following year.
The Annual Land and Stock Return
is easy to complete, via our secure on-
line customer portal or by filling out
and posting back the paper form that
has recently been mailed to cus-
tomers. Your Annual Return and
Stock Returns is due by 31 August
2022.

The class project is a sampler
worked in beautiful silk threads on
hand dyed linen. Yvette released a
book on Frisian whitework last
year, which is well regarded around
the world, particularly in the
Netherlands.

Joyce calls on New
England locals to sign
foot and mouth petition

Following the Foot and mouth
disease outbreak in Indonesia
Federal Member for New Eng-
land, Barnaby Joyce is calling on
those in New England to make
sure their voices are heard.

You can do this by signing a
petition started by a farmer based
in regional New South Wales,
calling on Minister for Agricul-
ture Murray Watt to increase
biosecurity measures to at least
these four key points.

1. Biosecurity detector dogs to
be rolled out at all international
airports across Australia.

2. Screening and spraying of all
check-in and carry-on luggage
coming from Indonesia with a
non-toxic disinfectant spray.

3. All shoes being brought in
from Indonesia via carry-on and
check-in luggage and being worn
by travellers are to be confiscated
and disposed of by incineration.

4. All shoes are to be removed,
cleaned of any dry matter, and
disinfected by biosecurity staff
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with virkon prior to entry to Aus-
tralia.

Member for New England
Barnaby Joyce said these are sim-
ple, common-sense steps that
could be implemented almost in-
stantly.

“The ABARES has predicted
$80 billion could be wiped from
the Australian economy if this
disease breaks out on our shore,
and all the Minister can do is run
a social media message from his
office on the Gold Coast.

“This is an early test of compe-
tency for the new Labor govern-
ment and what we hear thus far is
they are more interested in legis-
lation to change the weather than
actions to stop what could be one
of the greatest economic hits to
our economy in a generation,” Mr
Joyce said.

July 20th - Yarding 5360 (1655
sheep, 3705 lambs). Agents
penned an increased offering of
both lambs and sheep. It was a
mixed quality yarding from heavy
weight lambs showing excellent
cover and ideal trade weight
lambs to plainer light weights.
The usual buying gallery at-
tended and operated with less
demand in a mostly weaker mar-
ket. However the heavy trade
weight lambs sold close to un-
changed, medium trade weights
were S5 softer and the heavy to
extra heavy lambs were
$10/head easier. The light and
light trade weight lambs also sold
to a cheaper trend of $5 to
$10/head. Less restocker interest
and competition for light lambs
as they were much cheaper com-
pared with a fortnight ago. Re-
stockers purchased light lambs
from $61 to $90 and better qual-
ity store lambs from $90 to
$150/head.

Light weight lambs to the pro-
cessors made $59 to $100 aver-

aging 530c and the light trade
weights sold from $120 to
$154/head averaging at 630c/kg
cwt. Medium trade weight lambs
sold from $155 to $165 and heav-
ier trade weights made from
$160 to $180/head as they aver-
aged between 720c and 730c/kg
cwt. Heavier pens of 25 to 26kg
lambs sold from $175 to
$200/head to average 723c/kg
cwt. The heavy lambs 27kg plus
made from $200 to $230/head
averaging from 660c to 700c/kg
cwt.

Quality was mixed with most
weights and grades represented
and the market was also of a
cheaper trend. Very light weight
mutton sold from $22 to $40,
light sheep sold from $65 to $73
with light full wool Merino ewes
making $125 to $142/head.
Medium weight sheep sold from
$80 to $125. Heavier sheep with
cover sold from $120 to
$170/head. Costs for the better
quality covered sheep varied
from 540c to 580c/kg cwt. Rams
of all breeds sold from $25 to
S75/head.
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Armidale Cattle Sale

July 21st - Yarding 1011 - Cat-
tle numbers increased compared
to a fortnight ago. It was an over-
all decrease in the quality with
more plainer pens with some cat-
tle showing the effects of the
Winter season. There were some
good cows and well bred younger
cattle and parts of the heifer por-
tion of the sale lacked condition.
Many pens of yearlings were
again sold throughout the mar-
ket. A cold morning greeted the
regular buying group as they
were more selective and oper-
ated with significant less de-
mand. However, a highlight of
the sale was a couple of well bred
lighter cattle selling close to firm
with four pens of steers selling
from 601c to 624c/kg going to re-
stockers.

Most of the younger cattle and
grown cattle sold mainly from
30c to 40c/kg weaker with a few
sales of well presented cattle less
affected. Cows were from 40c to
50c/kg lower and the bulls sold
from 20c to 30c/kg cheaper. Iso-
lated sales in most categories
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were back much further the with
the drop in quality also a con-
tributing factor.

Vealer steers made from 456¢
to 624c and heifer vealers sold
from 400c to 470c/kg. Yearling
steers of better quality suiting
the feeders and restockers made
from 472c to 570c with plainer
types making from 360c to
470c/kg. The better yearling
heifers for feeders and going
back to the paddock made 444c
to 584c and secondary heifers
sold from 330c to 370c/kg.

Grown steers to the processors
made from 310c to 370c and the
steers to the feeders made from
between 328c to 446¢/kg. Good
quality grown heifers sold from
325c to 450c with restockers and
feeders paying from 249c up to
480c/kg for their grown heifers.

Heavy beef cows made from
245c to 304c, leaner medium
weight cows sold from 202c to
280c and cows to restockers
made from 196c¢ to 346c/kg.
Heavy beef bulls made from 245c¢
to 273c/kg.
