The final sale before a short one
week recess for Easter was origi-
nally rostered for 52,700 bales.
The actual offering fell 6,000 bales
short of this, but it was still not
enough to stop prices sliding.

The Northern region indicator
fell 16 cents on the first day of
sales and retreated a further 9
cents on the final day. Individual
micron indicators dropped be-
tween 15 to 40 cents for the week.
The combined passed in and with-
drawal rate was 18.9% resulting in
just 39,931 bales being sold na-
tionally for the week.
