Guyra grazier Lock Rogers has
been inducted into the Australian
Wagyu Hall of Fame, in recogni-
tion of his contribution to the
breed. He received the honour at
the Australian Wagyu Association
annual conference which was
held in Sydney on April 21st to
22nd.

Lock is the eighth member to
be inducted into the Australian
Wagyu Hall of Fame. Fellow
Guyra Wagyu breeder and current
President of the Australian
Wagyu Association, Charlie Perry
said that Lock has had a strong
influence on the growth of the
breed in Australia.

“Lock is one of the most loved
members of our Wagyu commu-
nity and the broader beef indus-
try,” Charlie said.

“He began his Wagyu journey
nearly 30 years ago when he en-
tered the F1 angus/wagyu market,
and started artificially inseminat-
ing angus heifers to wagyu on a
buy back scheme.

“In 1998 Lock bought his first
fullblood heifer and four full-
blood bulls. Today, he sells 100
bulls a year across Australia, from
Tasmania to the Gulf of Carpen-
taria.

“In the last three decades,

$410,222 State Government grant
for a new program designed to sup-
port Years 9-11 students’ employ-
ment pathways.

Cut the cost of living not
the New England Budget

Federal Member for New Eng-
land, Barnaby Joyce, said this
week that the Albanese Labor
Government must not strip any
more nation-building road, rail,
and infrastructure funding in its
May Budget for Regional Aus-
tralia and the New England.

Mr Joyce said that Labor’s Oc-
tober Budget cut $9.6 billion
from infrastructure programs, $7
billion from projects to build
dams and $10 billion in regional
development programs.

“We know from the Senate Es-
timates that the New England
Highway Tenterfield Heavy Ve-
hicle Bypass construction com-
pletion has been delayed by 3
years, and as a consequence will
blow out cost from $20 to $66
million.

“Every time a project has its
funding deferred and its delivery
delayed by Labor, the cost of de-

livering the project goes up, and
Australians are left paying the
price through higher taxes.

“The Tenterfield to Newcastle
(New England Hwy) Future Pri-
orities Funding has also been cut
by $30 million and the Port
Stephens Cutting upgrade has
been delayed by 1 year with the
project budget slashed by $3 mil-
lion. This can only mean less of
a project will hit the Cutting.

“Infrastructure projects such as
Dungowan Dam must go ahead.
The development of the Dam is
an absolute priority for the people
of New England. We know what
it is like to not have water, just as
all Regional Australians do, and
the cities will feel it too. When
we have less water we have less
jobs and crops, that means a fur-
ther increase in the cost of liv-
ing,” said Mr Joyce.

and Lamb Sale

April 26™ - The numbers in-
creased to 3400 lambs and 3600
grown sheep. The quality of the
lambs was generally good with the
majority showing a high level of
finish. Those weighting over 24kg
dressed well represented. The
usual buyers were in attendance.
Some restocker activity operating
at higher weights.

A hint of rain saw restocker de-
mand increase resulting in dearer
trends. The well finished trade
weights 18 to 22kg experienced lit-
tle change in the fortnight. Heavier
weights to 24kg also remained
firm. The large supply of heavier
weights sold on a firm to slightly
dearer trend with only weight vari-
ation affecting price change.

There were large supplies of
light and medium weight Merino
ewes penned carrying varying skin
lengths. There was a fair supply of
medium and heavy weight Cross-

bred ewes along with a few extra
heavy weights. Processor demand
was very strong and resulted in
significantly dearer trends through
all classes. Skin length was strong
contributing factor in the Merino
sheep.

Armidale Cattle Sale

April 27* - There was an in-
crease of 200 head for a total of
795. Young cattle and cows made
up the bulk of the offering. The
quality of the yarding was very
mixed, good for the most part
however there were some very
plain quality cattle penned. The
condition varied from plain to very
good with a marked improvement
in the yearling heifers. The usual
buyers were in attendance.

Market trends varied for vealer
steers to restockers with the
medium weights remaining firm.

The heavier weights were con-
siderably dearer as buyers look for
more weight heading into the

colder weather. Heifers were
cheaper. Medium and heavy year-
ling steers sold to dearer trends
showing strong gains. Trends firm
to dearer for the yearling heifers,
most showing good condition.

Heavy grown steers remained
firm. PTE grown heifers were
keenly sought by feedlotters and
sold to dearer trends. Those to
process firm. Quality a factor for
price change in the cow market,
the trend however was firm to
slightly dearer..

Weekly Wool Market

April 28th - Once again the na-
tional offering fell short of what
had been expected. This week it
was by in excess of 6,000
bales. Encouraging signs seen to-
wards the end of last week carried
over into this week’s sales upon
Wednesdays opening.

A 3 cent gain in the Northern re-
gion indicator was followed by a
further 3 cent gain on the final

day. The Eastern market indicator
climbed back above 1300 cents
after falling below that level last
week for the first time this calen-
dar year. The Western region sell-
ing after the Eastern seaboard
closed registered the largest gains
for the week, offering a positive
outlook for next Tuesday’s market
opening.

34,967 bales were sold nation-
ally with a passed in rate of 9.2%
and 7.2% withdrawn prior to sale.
Major buyers included PJ Morris,
Techwool & Meliwa. Foreign ex-
change rates assisted the market
when looked at in local currency,
but the Eastern market indicator
was 3 cents cheaper when looked
at in US dollars.

The Australian Wool Production
Forecasting Committee released
revised estimates today with the
2022/23 season expected to show
a 1.3% lift in production. A further
1.4% increase is expected in the
2023/24 season.
