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Armidale Regional Council has 
celebrated the opening of the ex-
panded and upgraded Curtis Park 
Playground in Armidale.  

The playground expansion and 
upgrade was designed and deliv-
ered based on extensive commu-
nity feedback, and thanks to 
funding from the Australian Gov-
ernment via a Local Roads Com-
munity Infrastructure grant and a 
financial contribution from Coun-
cil. 

The original Adventure Play-
ground at Curtis Park opened in 
2020 and has been widely used by 
families throughout the commu-
nity. However, since it opened 
Council received feedback that 
the area should be fully fenced 
and that there is not enough play 
equipment to suit all age ranges 
and abilities. 

The new fenced safe zone en-
closes an area of 1.6 acres, joining 
into the previously existing play-
ground fences. The expanded 
playground includes natural play 
elements that tell the story of the 

place and spark imagination, sup-
plementing already existing play 
experiences. 

The new play equipment in-
cludes a WE GO accessibility 
swing, 4.5m mammoth net swing, 

natural rock yarning circle, natu-
ral rock wall with varying levels, 
and a ‘mouse wheel’.

As the new financial year ar-
rives, Australians are being urged 
to be on high alert for scammers 
hoping to cash in on tax-time con-
fusion. Authorities warn this time 
of year is like Christmas for 
fraudsters, with a sharp rise in 
fake messages, phone calls, and 
emails claiming to be from gov-
ernment agencies like the ATO, 
Centrelink, or major banks. 

The Australian Taxation Office 
has made it clear: it will never 
send a text or email asking you to 
“click this link now” to avoid 
penalties, access a refund, or pre-
vent your account from being 
shut down. 

Likewise, no legitimate govern-
ment department will threaten 
you with arrest, demand immedi-
ate payment, or offer fast-tracked 
refunds in exchange for gift cards 
or small deposits. 

Australians are also reminded 
that the ATO, Centrelink, and 

other government bodies will 
never ask for your bank details 
over the phone or through unso-
licited messages. 

If there is something important 
to communicate, these depart-
ments will simply notify you that 
you “have a letter in your inbox” 
and ask you to log in securely via 
your official myGov account. 

Authorities are also urging the 
public to check in with friends 
and family members—particu-
larly the elderly or those who may 
be less tech-savvy—who are at 
higher risk of falling victim to 
scams. A quick conversation 
could help prevent someone you 
care about from being tricked out 
of their personal information or 
hard-earned money. 

If you receive a suspicious mes-
sage or call, report it to 
Scamwatch and delete it immedi-
ately. Don’t get caught out—
when in doubt, don’t click.

Weekly Wool Market 
June 27th ­ It was mostly a 

positive start to sales this week 
and whilst the Northern region 
indicator closed 4 cents dearer 
on Tuesday there was some ob­
vious weaker areas in the mar­
ket. This carried over to 
Wednesday with a 6 cent loss 
recorded on the final selling day 
for the 2024/25 season. The 
Crossbred sector continues to 
outperform with the 28 micron 
indicator (coming off a low 
base) gaining over 25% for the 
season. 27,649 bales were sold 
nationally for the week with a 
passed in rate of 7.4%. Sequoia, 
Techwool & Tianyu were the 
major buyers. The Eastern mar­

ket indicator’s average weekly 
closing level for the season was 
1167 cents just 12 cents higher 
than the previous season. 
256,000 fewer bales were of­
fered in the 2024/25 season. To 
put that into context based on 
average weekly national offer­
ings the last few seasons that re­
duction is the equivalent of 
seven selling weeks’ worth of 
wool. On a positive note, the 
market starts the new season 
5% higher than the previous two 
seasons and managed to sta­
bilise in June rather than lose 
ground. Supply will remain tight 
and it won’t take much of an in­
crease in demand to make 
things interesting.

Scammers Strike During  
Tax Time:  ATO Warns  

Australians to Stay Vigilant
RSL Australia is inviting nomina-

tions for the 2026 Japan-Australia 
Grassroots Exchange Program, a 
unique opportunity for descendants 
of Australian Prisoners of War 
(POWs) to visit Japan and participate 
in a meaningful cultural exchange. 

Now in its third decade, the pro-
gram—originally launched in 1994 
as the Hand of Friendship project—
aims to promote reconciliation and 
deepen mutual understanding be-
tween Japan and Australia. Two se-
lected participants will travel to 
Japan for eight days in February or 
March 2026, with the Japanese Gov-
ernment covering most travel and ac-
commodation expenses.
