Guyra Soldiers in the First World War

This year will commemorate
the centenary of some of the
worst battles of the First World
War: Arras, Bullecourt,
Messines, Polygon Wood and
the muddiest, bloodiest battle of
all, Passchendaele.

101 years ago the men of
Guyra and district enlisted in
the 33rd Battalion AIF. They
trained initially at Armidale
Showground, moved to Greta,
near Maitland for further train-
ing and then were transported
to Sydney in May 1916 where
they embarked on HMAT
Marathon on 4 May, 1916 to sail
to England.

The 33rd Battalion became
part of the 9th Brigade of the
3rd Australian Division. It left
Sydney, bound for the United
Kingdom in May 1916. Arriving
there in early July, the battalion
spent the next four months
training. They crossed to France
in late November, and moved
into the trenches of the Western
Front for the first time on 27
November, 1916 just in time for
the onset of one of the worst and
coldest winters experienced in
that region.

The Battalion had to wait
until the emphasis of British
and Dominion operations
switched to the Ypres Sector of
Belgium in mid-1917 to take
part in its first major battle; this
was the battle of Messines,
launched on 7 June, 2017.

The battalion held the ground
captured during the battle for
several days afterwards and

tillery bombardment. One sol-
dier wrote that holding the line
at Messines was far worse than
taking it.

The battalion’s next major
battle was around Passchen-
daele. The battlefield, though,
had been deluged with rain, and
thick mud tugged at the ad-
vancing troops and fouled their
weapons.

The battle was disastrous but
the 3rd Division captured the
German blockhouses on the hill
of Passchendaele on 4th Octo-
ber, 1917 with great loss of life.

In the drive towards Pass-
chendaele, 35 men were lost for
every yard or metre of the 5
miles or 8 km advance. That is
280,000 men who died in just a
few months from August to Oc-
tober 1917.

A full strength Battalion gen-
erally numbers 1,000. The 33rd
was left with 231 soldiers.

For the next five months the
33rd alternated between peri-
ods of rest, training, labouring,
and service in the line.

When the German Army
launched its last great offensive
in the spring of 1918, the Bat-
talion was part of the force de-
ployed to defend the approaches
to Amiens around Villers Bre-
tonneux.

It took part in a counter-at-
tack at Hangard Wood on 30
March, 1918 and helped to de-
feat a major drive on Villers
Bretonneux on 4 April.

Later in 1918, the 33rd also
played a role in the Allies’ own

of Amiens on 8 August, 1918
during the rapid advance that
followed, and in the operation
that breached the Hindenburg
Line at the end of September,
thus sealing Germany’s defeat.

The 33rd Battalion disbanded
in May 1919.

There were 451 killed, 2052
wounded (including gassed)

The Battle of Passchendale is
also known as the Third Battle
of Ieper.

Ieper in Belgium (or Ypres as
it was known by the British
Army) was at the heart of the
western  Front  Battlefield
throughout World War 1.

For four long years the me-
dieval town witnessed destruc-
tion and the loss of a generation.

Fighting for the freedom of
Europe against the German
War Machine, the Allied Forces
suffered the heaviest losses in
its history.

Tyne Cot Cemetery is the
resting place of 11,954 soldiers
of the Commonwealth Forces.

This is the largest number of
burials contained in any Com-
monwealth cemetery of either
the First or Second World War.
It is the largest Commonwealth
military cemetery in the world.

The dates of death of the sol-
diers buried at Tyne Cot ceme-
tery cover a period of four years,
from October 1914 to Septem-

COUNCILS TO COLLECT
NSW GOVERNMENT FIRE &
EMERGENCY SERVICES LEVY

On 1 July 2017, a fairer system for collecting
the NSW Government levy that funds fire and
emergency services across the state will come
into effect.

NSW councils will now collect the Fire and
Emergency Services Levy (FESL) from property
owners alongside their rates, on behalf of the
NSW Government.

Currently, individuals and businesses that buy
property insurance contribute most of the
funding for NSW Fire and Rescue, NSW Rural
Fire Service and the State Emergency Service
to protect the community from fire, floods and
other natural disasters.

This means that NSW property owners who

insure their properties are subsidising households
who don't purchase home and contents
insurance.

The levy, to be paid by all property owners, is
not part of Council's rates and will be clearly
identified as a separate item on the rates notice.

The amount of the Fire and Emergency Service
Levy for each property will be set by the

NSW Government and determined by land
classifications and unimproved land values.

The NSW Valuer General is responsible for
determining unimproved land values, while
councils identify which land classification
properties fall into. If you disagree with your
property's classification, you can request a review
by contacting Council via email at council@
armidale.nsw.gov.au or by mail to council at PO
Box 75A Armidale, NSW 2350.

Armidale Regional Council property owners and
businesses can rest assured that while Council
will now be collecting the Fire and Emergency
Services Levy, their rates remain protected.

The NSW Government's rate protection
commitment means residents of the new council
will pay no more for their rates than they would
have under their old council for the next three
years.

Make the most of paddock feed

There is a chill in the air and as we
head towards winter producers are
urged to make the most of their pad-
dock feed by supplying protein supple-
ments for cattle.

Jason Siddell, Senior Lands Services
Officer with Northern Tablelands Local
Lands Services, advises cattle fed a pro-
tein supplement can significantly in-
crease their utilisation of low quality
pastures.

“In most western parts of our region
there is still good pasture and recent
rain will increase both quality and
quantity,” Jason said. “The wet weather
will also prompt growth in eastern
areas but as soon as the weather cools,
plant growth will slow and pasture
availability will likely be limited in com-
ing months.”

“You can make better use of the feed
in your paddocks easily and cost effec-
tively by supplying some form of protein
supplement but keep an eye on herbage
mass to ensure groundcover and plant
composition is maintained at an opti-
mum level.”

A variety of protein supplement prod-
ucts are available from lick blocks to
dry licks and protein meals. Lick blocks
can be convenient, however producers
are advised to calculate the cost of the
protein and whether the goal is to main-
tain or increase livestock weight when

making decisions about what product to
use.

When using dry licks or blocks which
contain urea farmers are advised to be
alert for potential urea poisoning. Sup-
plying stock grade salt to cattle before
starting protein supplementation can
reduce the risk. The salt can be a cost
effective way to satisfy their initial
craving so that stock don’t then gorge on
urea.

“Also ensure when feeding urea based
protein supplements that you start at
around 4 - 5% urea and build up gradu-
ally from there,” advised Jason. “Dry
licks can be used to minimise weight
loss, however if the goal is to promote
weight gain, protein meals are a better
option.”

Most protein meals are safe to feed to
cattle, however soya bean meal can be
problematic and producers will need to
be more cautious in how it is introduced
to stock. If lupins are used as a protein
source, they should be cracked for cattle
so stock can better utilise this feed
source.

Armidale Regional Council administrator
Ian Tiley last week conceded to a boundary
adjustment which paves the way for
Tingha to become part of Inverell Shire
Council.

"What has been a heavy discussion be-
tween both councils now has an agreed po-
sition and I'm very hopeful the decision will
be resolved soon," he said.

"The prospects of Tingha incorporating
with Inverell have been given a massive
boost."

Cool country could prove a koala refuge

The cooler climate of the Northern
Tablelands could prove an important
refuge for koala populations and other
animals in NSW as heatwaves become
more frequent.

Field work on the Cool Country
Koalas project is nearing completion
following extensive surveys in the
Delungra and Ashford regions, and also
in the area from Black Mountain south
to Nowendoc. The findings are expected
to be released in late autumn.

“The information gathered in this
project will help us implement strate-
gies relevant to the local area that will
protect and enhance existing koala
habitat,” said Carina Johnson, Cool
Country Koalas project officer with

Northern Tablelands Local Land Serv-
ices.

“The data we have gathered will also
feed into the NSW Government’s Sav-
ing our Species Iconic Koala Project
which aims to secure the survival of the
koala in the wild in NSW.”

Research on koalas west of the Great
Dividing Range indicates there has
been a dramatic decline in koala popu-
lations of up to 80% since the 1990s,
due partly to drought and extreme
heatwaves.

The Independent Review into the De-
cline of Koala Populations suggests the
impact of extreme weather events on
koalas is likely to increase. Predicted
climate change 1s also expected to exac-

erbate other threats to the species such
as disease.

“Koalas have likely been struggling in
inland areas like Moree where pro-
longed hot weather has broken new
records over summer,” said Carina
Johnson.

Early findings of the Cool Country
Koalas project indicated that previously
strong populations around Ashford and
along the Severn River may be suffer-
ing too.

“We hope that the higher elevations
and significantly cooler climate of the
Northern Tablelands might provide a
refuge for koala populations in north-
ern NSW,” said Carina.
