The carnival has been held in the lead
up to Christmas since just after the Sec-
ond World War.

In the early years it was organised by
the Hospital Auxiliary, before being taken
over by the Rotary Club in the 1960s.

Rotary President Aileen Macdonald said
that this decision has not been made
lightly.

“As you can imagine after so many
years of putting together the carnival it
was indeed a difficult decision that our
members have made,” she said.

“The Carnival was the Club’s major
community engagement project of the
year and as you can imagine we are dis-
appointed that we are unable to continue
to promote and manage this event.”

With the emphasis on safety, the carni-
val was moved to the Showground for the
last two years but in doing so some of the
atmosphere of the parade was lost.

The Rotary Club believes that to con-

tinue with the emphasis on safety would
mean a change in how the carnival is put
together and run and that is a task club
members feel that they can no longer
manage.

“There are many hours of volunteer
work behind the scenes, not only by our
club members, but other club groups in
the community that go into putting to-
gether a carnival,” Aileen said.

“It is not easy and compliance with ever
increasing safety standards makes it
more and more difficult each year.”

The Rotary Club have offered their sup-
port to other organisations who would like

to step in to take over the event, providing
support and details of processes, and with
the event itself on the day.

The Rotary Club would also like to

willingly attended as well as the schools,
community groups and other organisa-
tions who entered the parade.

You may have noticed a few
new additions to the Bradley
St landscape. The Guyra Cy-
cling Community has in-
stalled new Bike Rests,
which were funded as part of
the town’s Bike Plan.

They are the latest in a se-
ries of cycling related pro-
jects aimed at enhancing
access and promoting a
healthier lifestyle.

The funding for the project
was part of a larger grant re-
ceived by Guyra Shire Coun-
cil from the State
Government in April of 2016.

Shared footpaths and cycle-
ways have already been con-
structed, including a 600
metre shared user path along
Abercrombie Street in Guyra
and another 560 metre path-
way in Tingha along Ruby
Street from the Tingha Pub-
lic School to the CBD.

The design for the bike
rests came after consultation
between the Guyra Cycling
Community Inc and Armi-
dale Regional Council.

take up too much space and
these are designed so that
you can lean your bike on
them.”

“Initially there are seven
which will be strategically lo-
cated along the street,” she
said.

Materials were also sourced
locally from Guyra Welding
Works, with the installation
carried out by members of
the Guyra Cycling Commu-
nity Inc.

Switch on to
electrical safety
this winter

As the cooler weather sets
in, Essential Energy is encour-
aging customers to consider
electrical safety before switch-
ing on heating appliances this
winter.

Regional Manager Northern,
Mark Summers, said heaters
or electric blankets that had
been in storage should be in-
spected and cleaned before
use.

“According to Fire & Rescue
NSW, over 40 per cent of all
fire fatalities occur in winter.
Simple steps such as checking
electrical appliances for loose
connections, frayed cords and
exposed wiring will help keep
you and your family safe,”

“If any appliances are found
to be worn, faulty or damaged,
they should be repaired and
tested by a licensed electrician
or appliance repairer before
use.

“Clean heaters with a vac-
uum cleaner or soft, dry cloth
to remove any dust and ensure
the lint-traps on clothes dryers
are clean.

“Winter is also a good time to
check the batteries in smoke
and fire alarms, and test all
units around the house are
working properly.”

Flammable materials such
as clothing, curtains and rugs,
bedding, towels, and furniture
should all be kept at least one
metre away from heaters.

“If you are looking to invest
in a new heater or appliance
this winter, shop around for
energy-efficient, safer options.
Consider those with automatic
shut-off features that activate
on a timer or if the appliance
is knocked over,” Mark added.

Guyra Sheep and Lamb Sale
Market Report

3200 lambs and 2500 sheep
were yarded at the sale on May
24th. There was a good repre-
sentation of heavy lambs as
well as a good selection suitable
to both the trade and restock-
ers. The condition was mixed
through the light and medium
weights, while the heavy and
extra heavy lambs mostly
showed ideal condition for the
processors. Not all regular
processors were in attendance,
there was good restocker com-
petition.

The quality and weight of the
extra heavy weight lambs con-
tributed to increased pricesin a
dearer market trend. Heavy
weight lambs sold to a firm to
dearer also, however the best
price increases were for the
extra heavy weights over 26kg.

Well finished trade weight
lambs sold firm to cheaper with
most of the processors looking
to purchase heavier weights.

The reduced competition was
also a contributing factor. Re-
stocker competition was again
strong with the market gener-
ally firm. Some of the orders
were looking to buy heavier
weights carrying a bit of condi-
tion so as to reduce turnover
times.

A large percentage of the
sheep were Merinos carrying
quite a bit of wool. The market
for those sheep was firm to
dearer, while the shorn sheep
and the plainer quality sheep
were cheaper. The range in
some carcase prices varies due
to the difference between skin
values and wool values depend-
ing on how those skins are

processed.

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Council committed to
new SES building

Armidale Regional Council is committed
to the construction of a new facility for the
Guyra State Emergency Services (SES) in
the 2017/2018 financial year.

Administrator Dr Ian Tiley said that the
existing SES headquarters is in very poor
condition and beyond repair. It is also lo-
cated on Crown Land rather than Council
land.

“The former Guyra Shire Council had been
looking at relocating the current SES Head-
quarters for several years. This process has
continued since the formation of Armidale
Regional Council,” said Dr Tiley.

“Council is now in a position to ensure that
a new facility will be constructed in the
2017/2018 financial year.”

At its ordinary meeting of 1 March 2017,
Council adopted the recommendation to sup-
port in principle the construction of a new
SES Headquarters. Council will lodge a De-
velopment Application to enable detailed de-
sign and costings being prepared and
funding sourced before proceeding with the
construction phase.

“Council has already secured $152,000 to-
wards the project which includes a $100,000
allocation from the State Emergency Serv-
ices,” Dr Tiley said.

“Member for Northern Tablelands Adam
Marshall MP has been approached for sup-
port in seeking additional funding to enable
this project to proceed. However, should ex-
ternal funding not be forthcoming, Council
will include a further $148,000 in the
2017/2018 Operational

Maximum pay
rate set for new
councillors

New Armidale Regional
councillors will be paid
$19,310 a year, the maxi-
mum allowed under law. The
decision was made at the
May 24th meeting of council
which was held in Guyra
last week.

Administrator Ian Tiley
cited the previous two Coun-
cil’s decision to pay them-
selves the maximum amount
as a reason for the move.

The Act required Council
to fix the fees by June 30
this year.

water shortages - like the full
year of severe restrictions in
2014 - but i1t will bolster em-
ployment in the horticultural

industry, which currently
employs 600 people in
Guyra.

The proposed pipeline has
a price tag of $9million and
will be 15 kilometres long,
stretching between Guyra
and Malpas Dam to the
town’s south. It will be able
to deliver 24 litres per sec-
ond, for a total of 2.1 megal-
itres per day.

Armidale Regional Coun-
cil’s Group Leader of Service

Delivery Mark Piorkowski
said that at the request of Mr
Marshall, council had under-
taken extensive planning for
the project.

“The beauty of the pipeline
is it will allow the Armidale
Region to take advantage of
its location - in terms of the
coolness of its climate and
regular sunlight - we can
leverage those benefits by
implementing the pipeline,”
Mr Piorkowski said.

“Council strongly supports
Adam’s lobbying efforts on
behalf of the local commu-
nity.”
