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TOURISM TOPICS:

The native and exotic
trees, shrubs, herbs, water
plants and grasses found
thriving throughout New
England together with a few
snippets from adjoining
Rainforests out to the east of
Glen Inness, Guyra, Armi-
dale or Walcha provide op-
portunities to enter a whole
new world of environmental
and evolutionary wonders.

Some of the cool and warm
Temperate Rainforests out to
the East have changed very
little over millions and mil-
lions of years and at one
time similar forests covered
Centralia and even Antarc-
tica. Many are living fossils
from Gondwana.

A few million years ago
they flourished across New
England only to be blown out
to their moist and shady
refuge, clinging to existence
out of the harsh and evolving
dry winds. As time went on
the  thick  broad-leafed
forests were finished off by
fire-stick farming only to be
eventually flattened by reg-
ular overgrazing. Today the
lands are an altered land-
scape.

Plants of any shape are
known as the producers as
they produce foods, habitats
and oxygen. Some of the dis-
tricts colourful legumes, the
peas and wattles convert
gaseous nitrogen and feed
the soil. Some shrubs, feed
insects that protect large
trees from being defoliated
and eaten alive by some bee-
tles! Some of the understorey
plants are medicinal and
some hallucinogenic.

Modern day corridor plant-
ings initiated across New
England reinstate old migra-
tory routes for insects, birds
and mammals extremely
beneficial to the farmer and
as plants reproduce along
those routes they are becom-
ing beneficial to mankind in
the future, helping to re-link
the interacting food and en-

ergy chains throughout the
delicate biosphere.

Many of New England’s
National Parks, wildlife
refuges, Central Parks, na-
tive bushlands, public or pri-
vate arboretums including
historic homestead plantings
provide opportunities to ap-
preciate plants from around
the world, around Australia
and around New England
with hardy species that can
withstand Mother natures’
swinging temperate moods
from approximately -10 to
35 degrees Celsius through-
out the year with micro-cli-
mates scattered throughout.

Upon the Guyra Plateau,
bathed in seasonal mist,
frost, drizzle, storms or snow
at over 1300-1400 metres,
the fragrant summer and
winter bulbs and rhizomes,

the colourful Camellia’s,
Rhododendrons, Azaleas,
Roses, Lilacs, Stonefruits

and Hydrangeas compliment
Autumns’ spectacular de-
light of fiery ‘hot’ colours
from other deciduous
species.

The iconic Snow Gum
thrives upon the moisture
retaining basalt soils at over
1000 metres across much of
New England and upon the
Guyra district, another 300-
400 metres higher, can boast
a proud display amongst
Black sally, Mountain gum

Chinese Palm, Cunjevoi and native ferns: Guyra Plateau 2017

and White gum scrub. These
smooth bark eucalypts with
moistened roots provide
(produce) habitat for some of
Australia’s unique parrots,
water birds, marsupials and
kookaburra, (and of course,
numerous invertebrates).
The Stringybarks have sus-
tained many timber mills
and together with red gum,
yella’ box and iron bark,
have kept many families
warm during the icy months.
Drought resistant Tree ferns
and Grass Trees upon the
Plateau can grow side by
side, plus occasional minia-
ture, native ground orchids
can surprise you.

The trying self-sufficient
gardener can be rewarded
also with a satisfying salad
and root crop veggie garden,
rich in iron and colour. The
Guyra spud has been re-
joined by an old cousin from
South America, the tomato,
both enjoying long winter
daylight. Another one of
their Gondwanan relatives,
the kangaroo apple
(Solanum aviculare) grows
in the eastern Rainforests
amongst newly opened sun-
lit patches. One efficient way
of enjoying the produce of
