Guyra Stheetp & Lamb Sale
Market Report

December 13th - The last
sale for the year produced a
fair quality yarding with a fair
selection of trade lambs along
with odd pens of heavy
weights. Store lambs were
well supplied.

Light weight lambs to the
restockers were $4 to $6
dearer with the restockers
paying  from S63 to
$118/head.

Trade lambs were firm with
the trade weight new season
lambs selling from $120 to
S164/head to average be-
tween 660c and 690c/kg cwt.

Trade weight old lambs sold
from $112 to $168/head.
Heavy weight lambs were also
firm with the over 22kg 4
score new season lambs sell-

ing from $170 to $194 while
the heavy weight old lambs
sold to $210/head.

Merino lambs were S$2
dearer with the trade weights
selling from S108 to
S138/head. Hoggets sold to
$150/head.

It was a mostly good quality
yarding of mutton where the
market was $4 to $6/head
cheaper compared to the pre-
vious sales strong market. 2
score ewes sold from S35 to
$85, while the better 3 and 4
scores sold from S$82 to
$150/head for both cross-
breds and Merinos. Merino
wethers sold to $162/head

Market Report

December 15th - The final
sale of 2017 resulted in large
price increases across all micron
ranges as buyers scrambled to
secure wool prior to the Christ-
mas recess.

There was another large of-
fering with growers keen to get
wool into the market and take
advantage of the current strong
market conditions. Prior to the
market opening this week buy-
ers were reporting intense in-
terest from their customers
highlighting that these price lev-
els are not only attributed to
low supply, but also strong de-
mand.

Major gains were again seen
in the Merino and finer Cross-
bred types. A number of these
micron indicators finished at
record levels including the card-

ing indicator which continues to
amaze most market observers.
Chinese buyers dominated pur-
chasing again however there is
very strong competition coming
from European and Indian inter-
ests. This widespread competi-
tion has created intense bidding
from buyers in the sale room.
For the 2017 calendar year
the total dollar value of wool
sold has surpassed the 3 billion
dollar mark. The last time this
amount was achieved was back
in 1995 when wool production
levels were far greater than pre-
sent. The EMI is over 400c/kg
ahead of the same period last
year.

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Gaining ground on soil health

The international community recently ac-
knowledged the life-giving quality of the earth
under our feet when individuals and organisa-
tions across the globe celebrated World Soil
Day.

This year’s theme was ‘Caring for the Planet
Starts from the Ground’, an intent shared and
prioritised by Northern Tablelands Local Land
Services.

For the past four years, Northern Tablelands
Local Land Services has presented the Soil
Health & Production Workshop series across
the region with funding from the Australian
Government’s National Landcare Program.
Local Land Services Officer Beth Brown said
the workshops are designed to broaden produc-
ers’ awareness and knowledge base through
theory and hands-on application to gain the
most from their operation, while protecting and
enriching the soils on their land.

“Having a healthy soil means having the
physical, biological and chemical components
all working together, resulting in effective nu-

trient cycling and water infiltration”, Beth said.

The comprehensive workshops are growing
in popularity. The first workshop covers what a
healthy soil looks like, how to assess this in the
paddock and what can be done to improve or
maintain a healthy soil. The second workshop
digs a little deeper (pardon the pun) by working
through the test results from the soil samples
submitted by participants.

She said the soil test outcomes from a recent
Guyra workshop inspired the participants, in-
cluding Angela Landers.

“I'm really keen to go home, test more pad-
docks and make a plan for our nutrient require-
ments for our property, and apply what we
actually need rather than just applying the
standard,” Angela said.

Beth said they are planning another round of
workshops for 2018 and encourages landhold-
ers and producers to keep an eye on the North-
ern Tablelands Local Land Services Facebook
page, website, App or contact Beth Brown on
0429 773 453 or beth.brown@lls.nsw.gov.au.
