Kolora still waiting for ‘finishing touches’
Armidale Regional Council

has moved to allay concerns
surrounding Guyra’s new aged
care facility.

Building works were 
completed late last year and
residents were given a move in
date of November 24th, which
was then pushed back to 
December 2nd.

The move did not eventuate
and residents and their 
families have had little or no
communication since.

On Tuesday afternoon ARC
issued a press release saying
that the finishing touches are
being completed  and Council
is planning a smooth transi-
tion for the service’s residents.

Council says that communi-
cation services will be installed
in coming weeks, in prepara-
tion for an official opening of
the 32-bed facility in the first
half of 2018.

The new $7.5 million facility
is located next to the Guyra
hospital building, replacing

Kolora Aged Care’s existing 
22-bed complex and providing
residents with more modern
facilities and easier access to
health services.

“We had been looking at an
earlier transition to the new
building but the comfort and
care of the residents is our pri-
mary concern,” Council’s Serv-
ice Leader Community and
Customer Service, Krista
Schmidt, said.

“Accreditation renewals for
Kolora’s services are due next
month and we want to have all
of that in place, as well as a
fully completed new building,
before implementing a de-
tailed plan to move into the
new facility with as little inter-
ruption and inconvenience to
the residents as possible.

“Since late last year we have
been liaising with residents
and their families to prepare

for the move. In addition, there
are a number of community
groups keen to assist with the
move.”

Visit Council’s website for
updates on the project, which
is being assisted by a $1.5 mil-
lion grant from the NSW De-
partment of Health and
Ageing and $500,000 in Fed-
eral Government funding
through the Member for New
England, Barnaby Joyce.

There is still no official date for the move into the new buildings



January 24th - There was an
increase in lamb supplies and
a marked improvement in the
condition and weights with
new season lambs making up
the bulk of the offering. With
the deteriorating seasonal
conditions producers were still
prepared to offload light
weight store lambs. The larger
lines of Merino lambs of re-
cent times were not available.
The usual buyers were in at-
tendance.

The improved quality and in-
creased supply contributed to
a dearer trend for both the
trade weights and the heavy
lambs. Average prices im-
proved by as much as
$12/head with weight and

quality major contributors.
Well finished trade weight
lambs were also dearer, al-
though the improvement was
not as great. The dry condi-
tions being experienced across
most of the state saw demand
for restocker lambs weaker, re-
sulting in cheaper trends
throughout of $6 to $7/head.
Quality was a factor in some
larger price change.

There was a large variation
the weight and condition
through the sheep with heavy
crossbred ewes well supplied.
Market trends were cheaper as
a result of weaker demand.
The well finished sheep at-
tracted the strongest competi-
tion.

What a fantastic week it was at the
Lamb and Potato Festival!  Congratula-
tions to Steve Mepham and his commit-
tee. The town was so alive, especially
Saturday with 1000’s of people, and
there was a very special vibe where ever
you went. 

The Guyra and District Chamber of
Commerce has extended their thanks to
Steve Mepham and the Lamb and
Potato Festival Committee for the op-
portunity to have a site at the Festival.  

President Aileen MacDonald said that
she believes it was a fantastic opportu-
nity to ‘sell’ our cool climate lifestyle.

“There was a constant stream of peo-
ple and many brochures were handed
out and the range of questions an-
swered was varied and enlightening,”
Aileen said. 

“The Chamber kept a record of where
people came from and their interests. It
was amazing how many people trav-
elled really long distances especially to
attend the festival, not to mention those
from around the New England who took
the opportunity for a day out in Guyra.”

The bus tour run by the Chamber
was a huge success and included two
tag-along cars to cater for last minute

bookings. The Chamber thanks the
businesses that put time into entertain-
ing the participants including Fiona
and Derek Smith (Working with Na-
ture), John Mitchell (potato grower ex-
traordinaire), Costa Tomatoes and Dean
Williams (Springwater Smoked Trout).

Guyra District
Chamber of Commerce Inc. was thrilled
to have this opportunity to promote
Guyra.

January 25th - The bench-
mark Eastern Market Indicator
at down 57 cents this week
makes for some sombre reading
but there were some selected
pockets of resistance to the
falls. A limited selec�on of Su-
perfine types along with the 22
micron indicator all gained
ground whilst the 21 micron in-
dicator held firm. Most of the
downward pressure on the
Merino Fleece side of the equa-
�on rested between the 18 to
20 micron types. Crossbred
types had a par�cularly hard
�me of things as did the Merino
Carding Indicator, dropping 12%
for the week. Like last week
wool displaying imperfec�ons
such as high mid breaks or car-
rying a high percentage of veg-

etable ma�er were heavily dis-
counted. 36,430 bales were sold
na�onally for the week and at
14.3% the passed in rate was
more than double the season’s
average to date. Most of this
passed in wool was either
Crossbred or Oddments with up
to a quarter of the offering of
these types failing to sell. The
fall over the last two weeks has
le� the market at levels near
the pre Christmas close. It’s im-
portant to remember many mi-
cron indicators remain at near
record levels with Merino types
showing a 25% jump on last
year’s prices.

Children across the region
between the ages of six
months and five years can
now can get vaccinated
against the flu for free.

The new $3.5 million in-
fluenza vaccination program
is being offered by the NSW
Government to help avoid a
repeat of last year’s flu sea-
son.

Last year NSW saw more
than 12,000 confirmed cases
of influenza in children
under five.

This program will vacci-

nate more than 400,000 chil-
dren across the state, boost-
ing protection for them, their
families and the broader
community.

Children who have never
had a flu vaccination will
need two doses, one month
apart. The vaccine will cover
four strains of influenza
virus, two A strains and two
B strains, likely to be circu-
lating this winter.
