February 28th -  There was a re-
duced supply of lambs and an in-
creased number of grown sheep.
The quality of the lambs was fair
to good with restocker lambs well
supplied. 

There was an increased supply
of well finished young lambs suit-
able to both trade and export or-
ders. The usual buyers were in
a�endance with increased re-
stocker demand. 

The strong restocker demand
resulted in dearer trends of $3 to
$5/head on the be�er lambs and
more for the plainer light weights.
There was an increased supply of
1st cross store lambs included, this
had an impact on the average

prices.
The well finished trade and

heavy weight young lambs met in-
creased demand, with trends firm
to $4 dearer on trade weights and
up to $2/head on the few heavy
weights. Both Merino and cross-
bred ewes were well represented
in an increased penning of sheep. 

There was also an increase in
the numbers of Merino wethers
penned. Demand was stronger
with trends dearer. The ewes were
$2 to $9/head dearer. Wethers
also sold to dearer trends with
quite a few very good quality
young Merino wethers a�rac�ng
both restocker and processor
compe��on.

The horse section of the
110th Guyra Show was very
well supported, with record
numbers of entries. The depth
of quality was up on previous
years, with many horses en-
tered having competed at
Royal, State and National level
in the previous 12 months.

The local events and sporting
events were extremely well
supported, with the judges
commenting on the number of
local competitors.

was the day of the annual rail-
way picnic in 1892.  Early that
morning, the special picnic
trains had left Moonbi and
Jennings, picking up railway
employees, past and present,
and their families along the
way, and meeting around mid-
day at Guyra.  With locals join-
ing in, there were some 1,000
people at the picnic.  The re-
port in the Armidale Express
gives a glimpse of the impor-
tance of the railway to the so-
cial fabric of New England.

“The specials drew up oppo-
site the picnic ground near the
new school site...  Those unac-
customed to these picnics have
no idea of the genuine sociabil-
ity that pervades throughout,
and the amount of pleasure
that is crowded into the few
hours that the reunion lasts.
The hearty hand shaking all
round, the talk of the events of
the past year, the critical ex-
amination of the new babies,
and the progress of the elder
children serve to keep the
mothers busily employed,
while the juveniles renew the
acquaintance of their old play-
mates, and the head of the
family compares notes with
those whom his lot had at one
time been cast in the same
gang.  There were no select cir-
cles formed on the green

sward, they all felt that their
existence was wrapped up in
each other, and they endeav-
oured to share each other’s
company as much as they
could during the short stay.”

The extension of the Great
Northern Railway (GNR) from
Tamworth to Jennings be-
tween 1879 and 1885 had
come at great cost, both finan-
cially and in the 27 workers
killed in construction acci-
dents.  Between 1896 and
1938, the annual reports of
NSW Railways provided fig-
ures for the individual lines.
The GNR ran at a loss every
year over this period, ranging
(in today’s currency) from a
low of $2.7 million in 1910 to a
high of $13.4 million in 1932.
And that was when almost all
freight went by rail.

So why did the NSW Gov-
ernment operate the GNR for
so long, when it was clearly
uneconomic to do so?  In a
2014 study of rail closures in
NSW, Jim Longworth argues
that railways survived as part
of an unwritten social contract
between the government and
people in country areas.  For
its part, the government wore
the operating losses, while
country people built a prosper-
ous agriculture in the face of
the privations of fire, flood and
drought.  Country people were
accorded public recognition
and respect for their contribu-
tion to the nation’s prosperity.

So it is little wonder that
communities facing railway
closures felt angry and be-
trayed, and it is understand-
able that the Save the Great
Northern Rail Group should
see a rail trail on the GNR cor-
ridor as the final insult to a
railway that was once the
heart and soul of New Eng-
land.  The Group is right to be
concerned about the loss our
railway heritage.  The bridges,
cuttings and station buildings
of the GNR are crumbling and
there is an urgent need to find
ways of preserving this her-
itage for future generations.

But it is not clear that bring-
ing back rail services would
help preserve the heritage of
the GNR.  Modern safety prac-
tice would not allow public ac-
cess to the little unstaffed
stations like Black Mountain.
These would have to be demol-
ished and the line fenced to
modern standards.  The muse-
ums in the larger station
buildings that have become
important repositories of GNR
heritage would have to go else-
where.  The spectacular tim-
ber bridges would have to be
demolished and replaced to
modern standards.

It would be a tragedy if
restoring rail services de-
stroyed our GNR heritage,
rather than saving it.

Regional Council meeting 28-
02-18 have Council funding a
feasibility study into the pro-
posed rail trail. 

It seems that this study is to
be undertaken on minimal
support when much of the ma-
chinery and plant used to
maintain the roads and infras-
tructure is in dire need of re-
pair/replacement and funding
to do so is not available. A
ridiculous position to adopt!
Rather than placing the Coun-
cil in a tenuous financial posi-
tion by adopting such financial
irresponsibility could the
Council prioritise  projects
such as these and move on
them when in a more finan-
cially stable position. 

While this communication is
not to debate the merits of this
or any other project that the
ARC has on the table, I ask
that very careful consideration
be given to projects such as
this before they are imple-
mented. There are many pro-
jects that ratepayers would
consider far more important
and more within Council’s
charter to take place before
spending on something such
as this. I would only be too
pleased to take Councillors on
a guided tour to view some of
the council infrastructure and
responsibilities in support of
my claim.
