F-111 crash remembered

A small ceremony will be
held at the crash site on
Thursday, marking 25 years
since an F-111C crashed near

Guyra.
On September 13th, 2003
the aircraft from

1st Squadron at Amberley
crashed during a routine night
exercise.

Radio contact with the plane
was lost at about 7pm and wit-
nesses said the plane had
caught fire in the air before ex-

ploding and falling to earth at
around 7.15pm.

The fighter-bomber came
down on a property 4 kilome-
tres north-west of the town on
the Tingha Road, and wreck-
age was spread over a half
square kilometre.

The crew, Flight Lieu-
tenants Jeremy McNess (26)
from Geelong and Navigator
Mark Cairns-Cowan (27) from
Foster, were both killed.

While there is no official

RAAF involvement, the No.
37 Squadron (RAAF) Associa-
tion has arranged an informal
get together to mark the an-
niversary and remember the
two men.

A small ceremony will be
held at the crash site at 11am,
which will be attended by
Mark’s father, Jim Cairns-

Land auction to recoup unpaid rates

Up to 42 properties will
go up for auction this Fri-
day as Armidale Regional
Council seeks to recoup un-
paid rates. A combined
total of $524,214 in rates
and other charges is out-
standing on the properties,
which will be auctioned at
10am at Armidale Town
Hall.

Since the auction list was
originally released in May,
a number of properties have
been removed as Council li-

aises with the owners. An
up-to-date list of properties
can be viewed at www.armi-
daleregional.nsw.gov.au/liv-
inghere/residents/rates
Council advises that the
amount of outstanding
rates owing to Council does
not necessarily determine
the reserves, which have
been based on market valu-
ations. While the combined
market value of the proper-
ties 1s $948,102, Council
will not be publishing re-

serves set for individual
properties.

Council’s Chief Executive
Officer, Susan Law, reaf-
firmed the auction was a
final option to recoup out-
standing rates, after all the
property owners received
numerous requests to pay
the outstanding rates and
charges or come to a satis-
factory arrangement to set-
tle their debt to Council.

“If Council does not act to
recoup the outstanding

amounts, it 1s unfair on
ratepayers who pay their
rates in full and on time,”
Ms Law said.

All NSW councils have a
similar policy addressing
debt recovery for unpaid
rates.

She said property owners
falling behind in paying
rates are advised to contact
Council. Payment plan can
be put in place or, in some
cases, owners can apply for
hardship rate relief.

Shooters Fishers and Farmers candidate
for Northern Tablelands, Rayne Single, has
welcomed the NSW Government announce-
ment repaying farmers and heavy vehicle
owners for RMS heavy vehicle registration
charges.

carrying any skin value. There was
little change in the market trends
throughout. Well finished sheep
attracted strong premiums, with
the plain condition light weight
sheep that had minimal interest a
month ago, also returning vendors
a good yield.

Feeder steers gained 12c, topping
at 257c/kg. Yearling heifers were
10c to 20c dearer and more for
some sales, making up to 247c/kg
for restockers and feeders.

The yarding of export cattle
comprised of mainly cows, along
with an odd pen of grown steers
and heifers. Grown steers sold up
to 250c and heifers made to
245c/kg. The cow market im-
proved by 20c to 30c/kg compared
to the sale two weeks ago. Light
cows made from 110c to 186c,
while heavy cows sold to a top of
243c/kg. Heavy bulls topped at
248c/kg.
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Projects protect threatened animals and plants

With the abundance of wild
life in Australia, it is easy to
take for granted that it will
always be a natural part of
our environment.

Yet the combination of
habitat loss due to human
development, introduced
species and climate change
has resulted in approxi-
mately 1000 animal and
plant species currently listed
as under threat from extinc-
tion in NSW alone.

This is a startling figure.
Trying to imagine the Aus-
tralian bush without our
iconic native animals, unique
birds or distinctive flora, is
unthinkable.

National Threatened
Species Day, held last week,
shines a spotlight on the
plants, animals, and ecosys-
tems that are under threat
and provides an opportunity
to think about how to best
protect our unique Aus-

tralian fauna and flora.

Northern Tablelands Local
Land Services is committed
to working with landholders,
community and other gov-
ernment agencies and has
delivered projects to protect
at-risk species including the
koala, Regent Honeyeater,
Little Eagle, Square-tailed
Kite, White-bellied Sea-
Eagle, and the Bell’s Turtle.

Leith Hawkins, Environ-
ment Team Leader, notes
there are a number of meas-
ures that Northern Table-
lands Local Land Services is
able to assist with in improv-
ing threatened species habi-
tat in the agricultural
landscape.

“Our experienced staff can
work with farmers to design
appropriate projects critical
to habitat conservation
where species are at risk. An
example may include plant-
ing koala friendly species as

part of a revegetation project
to ensure their survival into
the future,” said Leith
