Farewell to gentleman Joe

Well known Guyra businessman and
former councillor Joseph Merchard ‘Joe’
George, was farewelled by the Guyra
community last week. His death at the
age of 98 marks the end of a remark-
able life which began in Lebanon in
1920.

Joe’s parents emigrated to Australia
in 1923, leaving him behind with his
grandmother. He joined them in 1929,
travelling by ship on his own and was
welcomed by relatives who he had
never met before in Sydney.

His early education took place in In-
verell where he was sent to the convent
school and placed in the baby’s class be-
cause he couldn’t speak English. He
learnt quickly and after leaving school
he got his first job, working in bacon
factory. He saved money from that job,
opening a fruit shop which eventually
grew to become the biggest wholesale
fruit business in Northern NSW.

After coming to Guyra, he ‘inherited’
the picture theatre where he met his fu-
ture wife Gloria. They ran a transport

business carrying local vegetables, es-
pecially peas and potatoes, to markets
in Brisbane. Over time his business in-
terests expanded including bus services
and George’s of Guyra which was a
much loved department store.

Joe is being remembered by the com-
munity as a true gentleman who was
known for his generosity and commu-

nity spirit.

In 1994 he became Guyra’s Citizen of
the year, acknowledging 35 years of ser-
vice to the community. He served as a
councillor on Guyra Shire for many
years and was active in the Rotary
Club, being awarded a Paul Harris Fel-
low in 2006. In 2005 he was conferred a
Diploma of the Papal Distinction by the
Pope, in recognition of a lifetime of ser-
vice to the local Catholic Parish and
also 12 years on the board of the ADIG.

He remained devoted to his beloved
wife, Gloria who died in May this year.

Joe may have been born in Lebanon,
but he became a proud citizen of Aus-
tralia and a much loved citizen of
Guyra. His journey is best summed up
in his own words.

‘Australia is unlimited - if you are
prepared to work, if you are prepared to
be fair dinkum with your fellow man
and prepared to be honest in your deal-
ings, you can go a long way and I've al-
ways found by doing that I have gone a
long way.”
